
LOOSE HOUSED COMMERCIAL MILKERS SELL TO 1,750GNS 

 

At the dispersal of John Seaborne’s loose housed herd of non-recorded commercial Friesian 

Holsteins at Little Dewchurch, Hereford, prices peaked at 1,750gns. 

 

The top price was paid by T S Matthews & Son of Hereford for a freshly calved heifers.  They also
